The Felicity Dog Training School is located in Fairfax Station, VA on 5 park-like acres.  There is a 2400 sq. ft. 
indoor heated/matted training center and a fenced outdoor area as well.   
 
The Director and Owner, Teresa Patton, has nearly 30 years of training and showing experience in obedience 
and conformation.  She also has over 10 years of training and showing experience in agility.  Teresa’s passion 
for dog training is demonstrated in the nearly 30 breed champions and 30 obedience and agility titles her dogs 
have earned in the past 25 plus years. She has been tested and certified by the National Association of Dog 
Obedience Instructors.

TRAINING METHOD AND PHILOSOPHY 
 
Teresa uses operant conditioning, better known as “Clicker Training”.  This involves the use of a primary 
reinforcer (food) and secondar) reinforcer (clicker) to teach the dog appropriate behavior.  Owners learn to 
identify the behavior they want, “click” it, then follow with a “treat”.  By marking and subsequently rewarding 
appropriate behavior, it is more likely to occur again.  This method enables owners to  “take their dogs off 
welfare” and motivate them to earn their rewards for good behavior.  This sets the foundation for a solid 
training relationship between dog and handler based on mutual respect and love.  Teaching strong attention 
skills is stressed.  NO HARSH CORRECTIONS, CHAIN OR PRONG COLLARS ARE PERMITTED.  NO 
FORCE WILL BE USED AT ANY TIME.  
 

   
 

PRIVATE TRAINING 
 
All classes listed can be taught privately as well as in a group setting. Private training is by appointment only.  
Daytime and evening appointments are available .  Private training is especially helpful if you have recently 
acquired a new puppy or adopted a new dog.  Private training is also available for help with:  behavior 
problems, getting answers to questions not covered in class, or the need for a tailored training program.  Cost 
for private training: First consultation: $95 (two hours in length), each lesson thereafter is $60 per visit (approx. 
on hour not to exceed an hour and a quarter). 
 
 
 



 

   
GROUP CLASSES 

 
Class Duration: 6 one hour sessions   Cost: $95 for a six week session (6 one hour classes) 
Note: No aggressive dogs permitted in group classes. The maximum group class size is strictly limited to 8. 
 
Puppy Kindergarten  (Age-10 wks.-16 wks) - This class is designed in insure that puppies get started with a 
sound foundation in appropriate socialization with other dogs and people, housebreaking, leash breaking, 
prevention of chewing, nipping, jumping up, and shows the owner how to establish respectful “leadership” skills 
with their new puppy. 
 
Basic Good Manners  (Age 4 mos - 1 year) - This class is designed for the beginner dog/handler with little or 
no formal obedience training.  The goal is to give each handler a foundation in the basic principles of animal 
learning.  This class will stress those commands that are necessary for a dog to be a great companion, in 
addition to common problems such as  jumping up, pulling on their leash and coming when called.  Strong dog 
attention will be stressed.  Commands covered include:  SIT, DOWN, STAY, WAIT, WATCH ME, LET’s GO, 
and OFF/LEAVE IT.  Walking politely on leash using a “Let’s Go” command is taught instead of a strict HEEL. 
 
Advanced Good Manners -  This class is designed for those dogs that have completed an introductory course 
in obedience and know the material covered in the Basic Good Manners Class.  Building on the lessons taught 
in Basic, this class will emphasize:  performance of all commands with multiple distractions, stronger dog 
attention skills in the presence of distractions, interaction with other dog/handler teams, and longer stays with 
multiple distractions. 
 
Ring Readiness -  This class is designed for those individuals desiring to show their dog at the 
Novice/Open/Utility level working toward an AKC Companion Dog, Companion Dog Excellent or Utility Dog  
title.  Attention to individual problems is stressed and each dog/handler team will be critiqued in an effort to 
polish their performance before showing. 
 
Rally -  Rally is a sport in which the dog/handler team has to successfully complete a timed course of 12-22 
stations which involve basic obedience commands.  The object is to demonstrate a strong dog/handler bond 
and the dog’s willingness to work.  The Novice level is on leash and the Advanced and Excellent levels are off 
leash.  More information about this terrific sport can be found at www.akc.org. 
 
Agility - You do not have to be interested in competition to do these classes!  Dogs and owners are shown the 
fun-filled, safe way to learn the sport of Dog Agility.  This is a sport in which the handler directs their dog over a 
timed obstacle course.  SAFETY, CONTROL, and finally SPEED are stressed.  Dogs must be under off-
leash and voice control.   
 
Basic Agility  - Introduction to individual obstacles;  performance of obstacle at progressively greater distance 
from handler; introduction to jumping concepts; floor warm-up and cool down exercises. 
 
Advanced Agility  - Familiarization with AKC rules.  Handling strategies, distance work, course set-up. 
 
Conformation Show Handling - Owners of purebred dogs are taught to handle their dogs in the show ring; 
how to maintain their dog’s physical and mental condition.  Classes cover structure, gait analysis, AKC point 
system, ring gaiting patterns, breed evaluation of your dog, understanding the breed standard and much more!

Directions to 
The Felicity Dog Training School, Inc. 

7501 Wolf Run Shoals Rd 
Fairfax Station VA 

 
Felicity English Springer Spaniels and the Felicity Dog Training School, Inc are both located at 7501 Wolf Run 
Shoals Road. The house and training facilities are located on the left side of the road and the house is the only 
one with a chain link fence. Take a left turn into the driveway at the bottom of the hill. Continue to the BACK of 
the property, not to the house.  There is a 2400 sq. ft. white training building in the back.  The training center is 
heated, matted and equipped with running water and washroom facilities. 
 
 
From Rt. 66 (West or East)  Take the Fairfax County Parkway exit Rt. 7100 South-second exit toward 
Springfield.  Continue on the parkway headed South to the Ox Road exit - bear left (Rt. 123 South).  Take a left 
at the light onto 123 South.  Take your next right onto Chapel Road.  Take the next left onto Wolf Run Shoals 
Rd.  Continue approx. 1.5 miles to the stop sign at the intersection of Wolf Run Shoals Rd. and Clifton Road.  
Continue straight for exactly 0.5 mile.   
 
From I-95 North and South   The training center about 15 minutes from the exit off I-95.  Take the 
Woodbridge/Occoquan exit (123 North) toward Fairfax.  Continue straight until you pass the Burke Lake Park 
Golf Course, which will be on your right.  The next light, you will take a left onto Clifton Rd.  Continue approx. 1 
mile to the stop sign.  Take a left onto Wolf Run Shoals Rd. Continue approx. 1.5 miles to the stop sign at the 
intersection of Wolf Run Shoals Rd. and Clifton Road.  Continue straight for exactly 0.5 mile.   
 
From I-495 West   Take Rt. 66 West. Take the Fairfax County Parkway exit Rt. 7100 South-second exit toward 
Springfield.  Continue on the parkway headed South to the Ox Road exit - bear left (Rt. 123 South).  Take a left 
at the light onto 123 South.  Take your next right onto Chapel Road.  Take the next left onto Wolf Run Shoals 
Rd.  Continue approx. 1.5 miles to the stop sign at the intersection of Wolf Run Shoals Rd. and Clifton Road.
